NAZCA, Peru(Achieve3000, January 3, 2020). One quality
common to the greatest wonders of the ancient world is their magnificent
conspicuousness. It's impossible to walk past the pyramids in Egypt, for example, or
Stonehenge in Great Britain without noticing them. They're right in your face,
commanding your attention. And then there are the Nazca Lines in southern Peru.
These ancient drawings don't rise before you on enormous slabs of stone. They're
geoglyphs ("ground drawings™) etched into the desert sands. And they're impossible to
distinguish at close range: Some are as large as the Statue of Liberty and Empire State
Building. There are hundreds of them, spread out over nearly 190 square miles (492
square kilometers). Indeed, the best way to see the geoglyphs is from the window of
an airplane. That's how thousands of tourists view them annually. Small wonder, then,
that these big wonders went unnoticed for nearly 1,500 years. A Peruvian archaeologist
happened upon them in 1927. But it took the introduction of commercial air travel in
the1930s to bring them to the forefront. And even then, nearly 150 geoglyphs weren't
discovered for many years. That is, until 21st-century technology such as drones found
them. And therein lies some of the wonderment of the Nazca Lines: Why did a
civilization that existed long before air travel create etchings best viewed from above?
You might also ask why the geoglyphs were crafted in the first place and what they
represent. Researchers certainly have been pondering these questions for about a
century. But the answers remain largely a mystery. So here's what we do know:
Between approximately 500 BCE and 500 CE, the region's pre-Incancivilization
created the geoglyphs. How? By selectively removing some of the dark, reddish surface

rocks that cover the ground and exposing the lighter-colored desert sand underneath.
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Some scientists believe that the geoglyph designers first created scaled-down models
to guide them. Others think the designersusedropes attached to wooden posts to
maintain the lines' full-scale proportions and geometric precision. The geoglyphs'
astonishing longevity is due to the small amounts of rain, wind, and erosion in the
region. But many of the lines have, understandably, experienced some fading over the
years. Beyond this, the biggest threat to these ancient masterpieces is posed by human
activity, whether by mining, illegal agriculture, or automobile accidents. Many of the
geoglyphs come from the natural world, including animals and plants. And then there
are the geoglyphs that completely defy nature. One example is the strange humanoid
figure uncovered in 2019, with its multiple sets of eyes, mouths, and appendages.
Researchers note that such oddities suggest that the Nazca people had a taste for the
magical. So what purpose did the geoglyphs serve? The most recent research suggests
that the geoglyphs figured into specific rituals for rain and crop fertility. Certain
geoglyphs may have indicated where the rituals were being conducted.

Over the abdomen, antennas of butterflies are there
with their eyes. The proboscis is the uppermost part of
a butterfly’s body. The wings in the upper body are
called wing veins and the wings in the lower part are
called hind wings.

What Do Butterflies Eat?
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All the butterflies have tongues called Proboscis. They use their tongue to suck
nectar from the plants. There are some butterflies which get their food from tree sap.
Some survive through rotten animals also. They cannot suck solid material because
their tongues are not capable of doing so. Columbine, Orange, Milkweed, Clover,
Zinnia, Daisy, Mud, Puddles, etc. are some of the plants which have nectar in them.
Butterflies drink water through the same process only. They suck the water and other
liquids through their tongue only.

How Do Butterflies Sleep?

Butterflies never sleep in their lifetime. The process of their sleeping is called
Quiescent. They do rest for a bit but they never sleep. The reason they do not sleep is
that they do not have eyelids. They cannot close their eyes. They find bushes or a safe
place to rest at night or during cold times. Butterflies need heat also to gather energy
to roam around all day.

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Digital habits across generations

Today's grandparents are joining their grandchildren on social media, but the different
generations' online habits couldn't be more different. In the UK the over-55s are joining
Facebook in increasing numbers, meaning that they will soon be the site's second
biggest user group, with 3.5 million users aged 55-64 and 2.9 million over-65s.
Sheila, aged 59, says, 'l joined to see what my grandchildren are doing, as my daughter
posts videos and photos of them. It's a much better way to see what they're doing than
waiting for letters and photos in the post. That's how we did it when | was a child, but
I think I'm lucky I get to see so much more of their lives than my grandparents did.'
Ironically, Sheila's grandchildren are less likely to use Facebook themselves. Children
under 17 in the UK are leaving the site — only 2.2 million users are under 17 — but
they're not going far from their smartphones. Chloe, aged 15, even sleeps with her
phone. 'lt's my alarm clock so | have to," she says. 'l look at it before | go to sleep and
as soon as | wake up.'

Unlike her grandmother's generation, Chloe's age group is spending so much time on
their phones at home that they are missing out on spending time with their friends in
real life. Sheila, on the other hand, has made contact with old friends from school she
hasn't heard from in forty years. 'We use Facebook to arrange to meet all over the
country,' she says. 'lt's changed my social life completely.'
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Teenagers might have their parents to thank for their smartphone and social media
addiction as their parents were the early adopters of the smartphone. Peter, 38 and
father of two teenagers, reports that he used to be on his phone or laptop constantly. 'l
was always connected and | felt like | was always working,' he says. '"How could | tell
my Kids to get off their phones if | was always in front of a screen myself?' So, in the
evenings and at weekends, he takes his SIM card out of his smartphone and puts it into
an old-style mobile phone that can only make calls and send text messages. 'I'm not
completely cut off from the world in case of emergencies, but the important thing is
I'm setting a better example to my kids and spending more quality time with them.'

The most expensive movie.

Due to the secretive nature of Hollywood accounting, it is not clear which film
Is the most expensive film ever made. Star Wars: The Force Awakens officially holds
the record with a net budget of $447 million (although it is possible that Avatar: The
Way of Water costs more if its price tag is towards the upper-end of its reported
$350-460 million production costs). The third and fourth Avengers films (Infinity
War and Endgame) stand as the most expensive back-to-back film production, with
combined production costs of over $1 billion, according to one of the directors.
Inflation, filming techniques and external market forces affect the economics of film
production. Costs rose steadily during the silent era with Ben-Hur: A Tale of the
Christ (1925) setting a record that lasted well into the sound era. Television had an
Impact on rising costs in the 1950s and early 1960s as cinema competed with it for
audiences, culminating in 1963 with Cleopatra; despite being the highest earning film
of the year, Cleopatra did not earn back its costs on its original release. The 1990s
saw two thresholds crossed, with True Lies costing $100 million in 1994
and Titanic costing $200 million in 1997, both directed by James Cameron. Since
then it has become normal for a tent-pole feature from a major film studio to cost
over $100 million and an increasing number of films are costing $200 million or
more.

This list contains only films already released to the general public and not films
that are still in production or post-production, as costs can change during the
production process. Listed below is the net negative cost: the costs of the actual
filming, not including promotional costs (i.e. advertisements, commercials, posters,
etc.) and after accounting for tax subsidies.
